Resales (Shared Ownership)


Samantha and Josh were living with Samantha’s family in a three bedroom house in Crawley, West Sussex. The house was overcrowded and Samantha and Josh were desperate to find a home of their own. After waiting a long time and consequently losing out on their dream home through other housing providers, Samantha and Josh were accepted by Moat in September 2008 and moved into their new home only a month later.

Moat manages over 4,000 properties on a part buy / part rent basis and some of these homes become available for resale. Moat advertises these properties to interested applicants and gives them the opportunity to purchase the share from the existing owner. In the future applicants have the opportunity to purchase more shares of their property and eventually even own it outright!

Samantha and Josh were sent details of some Moat resales properties in September and found one they loved. The two bedroom apartment located on the outskirts of Crawley is perfect and still close enough for their families to visit. Both Josh and Samantha particularly love the Juliet balcony offering a great view of their new neighbourhood. The couple both work in Crawley and thanks to the apartment’s great location just 15 minutes from Crawley town centre, their journey to work has not changed.

Through Moat’s shared ownership scheme, Samantha and Josh were able to purchase 30% of their property and pay subsidised rent to Moat on the remaining 70%.
